The returned registration form will include a reference number which we ask you to use for any further communication with us.

Please indicate in the registration form  the title of the presentation, the thematic area which it refers to, the name and contact information of the principal presenter, as well as those of any additional presenters.

The organizers will communicate with the principal presenter only, at the email address that you have provided. Additional presenters should therefore send their communications, if any, via the principal presenter.  
III.3.  IMPORTANT DATES

DEADLINE: The deadline for receipt of proposals is March 31, 2003.

ACCEPTANCE: The Scientific Committee will inform you by April 15, 2002 whether your proposal has been accepted or not.

FINAL TEXT OF PRESENTATION: If your proposal is accepted, the final text of the paper (15 pages) should reach us by May 15th, 2003, so that it can be included in the proceedings of VIRTUAL EDUCA 2003.

Format: 

The text of the presentation should fulfill the following requirements:

Maximum length: 15 one-sided pages, including bibliography, tables and graphics.

Send by e-mail only, as a Word document attachment, in Times New Roman - 11 point. 
-
Proceedings of Virtual Educa 2003: The Proceedings will be published on CD Rom and include all selected papers. The Proceedings will be provided to all participants together with their registration materials at VIRTUAL EDUCA. They will also be published on the VIRTUAL EDUCA Website (please be advised that you agree to forfeit any copyright, in order to have your paper included on the Virtual Educa Website).

V.  CONFERENCE LANGUAGES
The working languages of VIRTUAL EDUCA 2003 will be Spanish, English and Portuguese. Simultaneous translation in English and Spanish will be provided.  Papers may be submitted in Spanish, English or Portuguese.
